year project to identify key bird habitat aretfseiistate and to promote actions that will lead to
their protection and beneficial management. Clyrgntsites totaling more than 19,000 acres
have been identified as Important Bird Areas, ttiwese sites are globally significant. The

IBA program is a collaborative effort involving #éhmh Centers, Chapters, the State Office and
organizations including the Connecticut Ornithaldghssociation, The Nature Conservancy,
and others. It is part of a global network of Gitestal to the long-term survival of bird species.

Policy:Audubon Connecticut is a major force in advocabirdis, wildlife and habitat in the
state. At the state Capitol, Audubon Connectimacates for funding for state wildlife
management programs and open space land preaedefénds the state’s environmental
laws, protects families and the state’s envirofimemharmful impacts of pesticides, and is
influential is curbing light pollution and haltihg spread of invasive exotic species. In
Washington D.C. we advocate for federal prograahsupport birds, wildlife and habitat such

as funding for land acquisition, State Wildlifggmams and Long Island Sound programs.
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
